Cardboard and Chipboard Recycling

· Recycling 1 ton of cardboard saves 9 cubic yards of landfill space. 
· Over 90% of all products in the U.S. are shipped in corrugated cardboard boxes.  

· Corrugated cardboard manufactured from recycled pulp uses only about 75% of the energy used in the manufacture of corrugated cardboard made from virgin pulp and cuts the emission of sulfur dioxide by half. 
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Recycling 1 ton of cardboard saves 46 gallons of oil and 6.6 million Btu’s of energy

Cardboard, Chipboard: What is the difference?
Corrugated "cardboard" is a strong, versatile packaging material that is made from two strips of flat cardboard on the top and bottom, and a wavy “corrugated” or fluted strip running through the center. It is most commonly found in boxes used for packaging and shipping items.
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Chipboard or paperboard (flat, pressed, stiff paper used in cereal boxes, for example)--also often called cardboard by the general public--does not have flutes, is of a lower quality paper, and is often coated. 

Cardboard and chipboard can be co-mingled or collected together at state capitol complex buildings. See your building’s recycling guide for information on where to take these materials.




Did you know that recycling cardboard can help save money? Since cardboard is bulky and takes up a lot of space in dumpsters--especially if not broken down—the state can eliminate disposal fees by recycling our cardboard.
